Pre-requisites prior to registering on the HCCC in Tinnitus and Hyperacusis (11/11/08)

1. Graduate level knowledge and skills in hearing aid selection, fitting and evaluation
2. Knowledge of the demographics and epidemiology of tinnitus and hyperacusis

3. Knowledge of the physiological mechanisms underpinning tinnitus and hyperacusis

4. Understanding of the concept of tinnitus habituation, including in particular the Jastreboff neurophysiological model & the psychological model, and ablity to compare and contrast these 2 models. Ablity to recognise how these can be used safely and effectively in an Audiology context.

5. Knowledge of the evidence base for treatment approaches

6. Content of a full and relevant history

7. Knowledge of the role and utility of psychological models and approaches to tinnitus and who these might be utilised safely and effectively in an Audiology context

8. Knowledge of the role of sound therapy in tinnitus and hyperacusis

9. Knowledge of the role of hearing aids in tinnitus

10. Knowledge of the role and techniques of stress management, relaxation techniques and sleep management in tinnitus and applicability in audiological context
11. Awareness of the boundaries of audiologist role and need for onward referral

12. Content and wording of reports on hearing aid details, assessment and management recommendations suitable for the intended audience, to include a range of professionals and parents
